1 Chingay Parade (Day 1) on Friday, 19 February 2010

Chingay Parade Singapore 2010 will be held on Friday, 19 February and Saturday, 20 February
2010 at the Pit Building (Next to the Singapore Flyer). On Saturday, 20 February 2010, City Alive!,
Singaporeds Bi gge s tincénjunceor with Ohingag 2010Pvéllheldyalong the route in
front of the Pit Building. There will be road closure and traffic diversion for both days for these events.

2 Together with Singapore Police Force, we seek your help to disseminate the following
important information to the general public for the convenience of motorists, public transport users
and visitors:

a) Republic Boulevard & Raffles Ave towards the City (Between Republic Ave and Temasek
Ave), will be closed from 6pm to 12 midnight on both parade days, Friday 19 and Saturday
20 February 2010. As a result, traffic will be diverted. (Refer to Annex A for map on road
closure details);

b) Aukxiliary police officers will be deployed at the affected roads to assist motorists and
regulate traffic. Parking restriction along the peripheral roads will be strictly enforced and
vehicles found parking indiscriminately or causing obstruction will be towed away;

c) Public bus services Number 56, 195, 75, 77, 106, 171, 960, 961along the closed road will
not be affected,;

d) The Singapore Flyer will still be accessible to members of the public;

e) ERP gantries on roads leading into the CBD will continue to operate as per normal during
the road closure. Motorists travelling on Republic Ave towards the Suntec City area are
advised to use detour route via Nicoll Highway to avoid incurring additional ERP charges.

f) Public attending Chingay are strongly advised to come in public transport. The nearest MRT

TRAIN SERVICE ARRANGEMENTS

Chingay Parade Day 1 (Fri, 19 February 2010)

The train service between Marina Bay and Yishun from 1945hrs to 2345hrs will run at a
frequency of 3.5mins, whilst the rest of North-South Line remains at the off-peak service
frequency of 7mins.

As for the East-West line, the train service will run at a frequency of 4.5mins from 2215hrs
to 2345hrs.

The last train will depart City Hall station at 0010hrs.

Chingay Parade Day 2, (Sat, 20 February 2010)

The train service between Marina Bay and Yishun from 2215hrs to 2345hrs will run at a
frequency of 3.5mins, whilst the rest of North-South Line remains at the off-peak service
frequency of 7mins.

As for the East-West line, the train service will run at a frequency of 5mins from 2130hrs to
2345hrs.

The last train will depart City Hall station at 0010hrs.
